DISCIPLINARY GUIDELINES

Parents – please be aware that we will enforce these guidelines, so that we can have a safe and enjoyable pool which will be enjoyed by all age groups.  The lifeguard must be available to supervise all swimmers, not just those following the rules.  It is your responsibility to see that your children understand and follow these guidelines.

NON VIOLENT OFFENSES – These problems include but are not limited to roughhousing in and out of the water, running, refusal to follow lifeguard instructions, general pool rules violations and public display of affection offensive to others.

1st offense – warning

2nd offense – 15 minutes out of the water

3rd offense – the rest of the day off of the premises; parents will be notified

4th offense – suspended from pool pending review by Community Association Board/Swim Committee

VIOLENT OFFENSES – Violent discipline problems include but are not limited to fighting, theft, tripping, vulgarity, vandalism, being present under the influence of drugs or alcohol and breaking and entering.  Parents will be notified after each offense.

1st offense – two days off premises

2nd offense – one week off premises 

3rd offense – indefinite ejection from pool and offender will be referred to Board of Directors and Swim Committee for permanent expulsion from pool.

Refusal of offender, in either category, to comply with punishment constitutes the next offense.  Lifeguard will keep a record of offenses.
